They are made from imported Finnish birch
ply, because the quality of the local pine
plywood is not up to scratch.

The couch is made from Oriented Strand
Board (OSB) which is a man-made
board made in the same way as
chipboard, but from larger pieces. It
is normally used in packing cases or
timber frame houses, under weather-
boards or finish trim, where it is not
on show.
