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News 
March General Club Meeting.  Trevor Pope gave a talk on James Krenov – his history, the College of the 

Redwoods, and some pictures of his work. Krenov’s approach to design was influenced by the Scandinavian 
environment where he trained. His approach to design is a thoughtful one that is of interest the hobbyist 
woodworker who wants to design pieces, and his books are recommended reading if you want more insights 
into his work.  

Roger Matthews showed a jig he made for resawing wood on his bandsaw. It allows the cut to be accurately 
controlled, so that he can make thick (2 to 3mm) veneer sheets for his grandfather clock.  

 
 March Turner’s Meeting. Roy Gibbs did a demo on texturing techniques, showing the use of the Arbortec; a 

butane torch for scorching; a pyrography pen with different tips; wire brushing using a hand held brush as 
well as a cup wheel held in an portable drill. He also showed a combination of these effects. 

Wood of the Month. Podocarpus Latifolia (Yellow wood – Knysna or genuine yellow wood) was presented by 
Chris van Heeswijk P. Latifolia forms one of four Podocarpus species found in South Africa. The others are 
P. Henkeli (Natal Yellow wood); P. Elongatus (Breede River Yellow wood) and the P. Falcatus (Outeniqua 
Yellow wood). P. Falcatus has recently been classified as a new species and renamed Afrocarpus Falcatus 
because it has some characteristics that make it unique amongst the Podocarpus species. Chris mentioned that 
there are other Podocarpus species found elsewhere in the world.  

Ivor Appleton has forgotten who he lent his chatter tool to, three or four months ago, so please can you return it 
if you have it. (He is lost for words without it.)  

Dries showed some whistles last month and it was suggested as a project for next month. He explained how he 
makes one. For the record, the main hole in the body is about 100mm long, 9mm diameter. The stopper at the 
mouthpiece was located by trial and error and then glued in place.
