Roger Mayes explained Applied
Marquetry, which is the application of veneers to the surface of a substrate
to make patterns and pictures. Roger mentioned that there are a number of
techniques, but he would concentrate on the Window Technique. Using the
window technique a pattern is marked through onto the veneer underneath,
so that the veneer can be cut out. By maintaining registration, successive

layers and shapes can be accurately cut out and fitted

into the design. Roger explained some of the techniques
and things to watch out for, based on his experience.
