Turners’ meeting. Monday — 3
April 2023 from 18h00 at [YERE
m. Turning lids for jars
using a screw chuck —
demonstration by Trevor Pope.

The use of a screw chuck allows
odd pieces of wood to be turned
into jar lids. The hole left by the
screw is then filled by a knob that
can be turned between centres or
held in a chuck.

To start with, the underside of the
lid is turned to fit into the top of
the jar. Then itis simply reversed
onto the screw and the top side
finished. The lower picture shows
the knob held in a chuck. The
spigot to fitinto the screw hole
has been turned, before the
remainder of the knob is shaped
and parted off.

Then Trevor did a short demo on the setting up and
use of rebate planes, focussing on the Stanley #78
which is still manufactured by Stanley (part number
1-12-078) and is available from other sources as
well, such as the Record 778 — which is quite
common used, or the Ryder #778 available from
BPM Toolcraft, amongst others.

A rebate plane is the name applied to a #78 without
the fence. With the fence as shown at the right, itis
sometimes called a fillester or filletster plane.

#78s are quite common second hand, but are often
missing some parts. Some spare parts may be available for this plane as listed in the Stanley
catalogue. Unfortunately, just because they can be found on the Stanley web site doesn’t mean
that they are available. They were even listed on the Stanley South Africa web site, but enquiries
justlead to blank stares.
