We recently posted a video on cleaning TCT Saw Blades with
Oven Cleaner. Denis Lock includes the following information in
an e-mail:
“Cleaning saw blades: | recently watched a YouTube video that demonstrated the use of oven
cleaner to clean circular saw blades. Please don’t do this with your saw blades! Saw-blade
manufacturers warn against this practice. Many oven cleaners are caustic and can affect the
brazing between the tungsten tips and the blade body. You don’t want tips flying off your blades:
even if they are spotlessly clean. Hot water and dishwashing liquid are perfectly safe.”

Provide free of charge access to all equipment housed in workshop 4 of MIW known as the
Woodworking Shop to paid-up members of WWA on Mondays, Wednesdays, Fridays and
Saturdays between the hours of 9am and 1pm

Provide access to Engineering Workshop 3 to WWA members for “non-dust making” woodwork
Maintain the current WWA equipment which will be moved to the MiW premises.

Replenish consumable tooling and cutting blades, as necessary

Replace and/or add woodworking equipment, as required

Provide replacement accessories for the wood lathes such as chucks and centres for use by
both WWA and MIW members

Include the lathe accessories such as chucks and centres (supplied by the WWA) in the MIW
booking system for use by both WWA and MIW members

Provide within easy access of workshop 4 a lock up storage unit to keep WWA sundries and
tools for exclusive use of WWA members

Provide appropriate “overnight” storage facility for temporary storage of w.i.p. or monthly
storage facility at a current charge of R450/month

Provide adequate loading and off-loading vehicular access to WWA members within close
proximity of the woodworking workshop
